I have reached the age now when I 

have ceased to think that I have to feel miserable to 

be doing penitence. So, when I do feel miserable I 

want it to end! While we are assured that Lent will 

end in the glorious mysteries of Easter there is still 

much work to be done to get there. 
 

The danger for me is that the work of getting ready 

for Easter and the doom and gloom of Lent wil l 

distract from what should be a time of reflection 

and of quiet joy. I can cheerfully contemplate that 

despite my unworthiness God has accounted me 

worthy. It is all too easy to think that we can someho w 

earn our participation in the joy of Easter by keepin g a 

vigorous Lent, but the whole point of Lent is to 

show us that we cannot, by ourselves, do anything 

to earn much at all. It is the grace of God working in 

us that makes us good. It is God who accounts us 

worthy even though we manifestly are not. This 

Lent my invitation to all of you is to join me not in 

giving up things, or in taking on more tasks, but in 

reflecting on the joyful news that I am unworthy 

and that God loves me unworthy as I am. God goes 

so much further in giving me the grace to own the 

good that God intends for me. The poet John Donne

The 5th of the month is Shrove Tuesday, and not 

only is it time for our Annual Shrove Tuesday 

Pancake Supper, but at Evening Prayer that night 

(which begins at 6pm as always) we will sing our 

last alleluias until Easter.  Do plan on coming for 

pancakes in the late afternoon and then staying for 

Evening Prayer. 
 

There are no flowers during Lent, but you can still 

sign up to sponsor the Sanctuary Lamp or the AIDS 

Candle during these forty days.  
 

Ash Wednesday on the 6 th is of course the start of 

Lent . There will be low masses at 7:30am and noon 

and a High Mass at 6:30pm.  Ashes will be imposed 

at all masses. 
 

There are still many opportunities to serve in the 

various ministries at Advent.  Especially needed 

are servers for weekday masses on Thursdays and 

Fridays and Evening Prayer officiants on Sundays, 

Tuesdays, and Thursdays.  Please see the Rector or 

Father John Porter if you can help out with any of 

these.  There is a place for you on the Altar Guild 

too.  See Dr. Anna McHargue if interested.   
 

Fridays during Lent there will be Stations of the 

Cross in church followed by Benediction of the 

Blessed Sacrament.  This is a wonderful way to 

spend your Friday evenings.  The service begins at 

6:30pm and is preceded by Evening Prayer at 6pm. 

Episcopal Relief and Development Sunday is the 

First Sunday in Lent  (February 10th) as declared by 

our Presiding Bishop.  All Episcopalians are urged 

to join in prayer and to designate a special offering 

to the Millennium Development Goals Inspiration 

Fund, which fights deadly diseases such as malaria 

and HIV/AIDS and also provides basic health care 

in parts of Asia, Africa, and Latin America.  
 

We will keep Saint Matthias the Apostle on Febru-

ary 25th (transferred from Sunday) with our regular 

morning mass at 7:30am and a second low mass at 

6:30pm after Evening Prayer.
