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W e are well into our 150th year. We have 

completed our celebration of the great events 

of Holy Week. Now we are looking forward to the 

liturgical celebration to mark this sesquicentennial. 

This is an ideal time to ask ourselves: What it is that 

makes Church of the Advent what it is ?  
 

There will be as many answers to this question as 

there are people reading this. However, there will 

be similarities in those answers. Our liturgical life 

and our music are constants for most people. Also, 

there is a desire that quality music and a full liturgica l 

schedule should continue to a part of our life and 

witness to this city. These are admirable goals and 

so very much in tune with the last 150 years of witness. 

They are not without consequences and, yes, cost. 

Music has been something we have spent a great 

deal of time thinking and praying about and I have 

every confidence that we are moving toward 

achievable goals that will promote the life and  

ministry of our Church. The liturgical life needs our 

serious attention. Everyone wants our very full liturg y 

to continue, although it seems that few are willing 

to do much about that. The volunteers who keep the 

weekday liturgy alive are spread very thin indeed 

as I write. Volunteer burnout looms on the horizon. 

Clergy volunteers to say Mass are readily available 

but lay people to assist, or even attend, are hard to 

find. I, as Rector, find myself having to provide last 

minute triage more often than is healthy, taking 

time and energy away from the task of providing 

vision and leadership for a growing Church.  
 

What does all this mean? First, we have to be more 

realistic about our expectations of each other. We, 

all of us, at least according to all the surveys, want 

Daily Office and Mass. Some people, not enough by
