Corpus Christi is almost upon us and on that great 
day we will celebrate our 150 years of ministry and 
witness. Why choose this date? In part because it is 
not in the middle of Lent (as March 7 th would have 
been) and also because Lent, Holy Week, and Easter 
are over. Mainly it is chosen because it says something 
about who we are and what we seek to become. If 
there is an Anglo-catholic spirituality it is most 
clearly seen in our devotion to our Lord in the 
Blessed Sacrament of the Altar. It has been said that 
the focus of Western Catholic and Protestant devotion 
is the Atonement and Eastern Orthodox worship it 
is the Resurrection while Anglican focus is on the 
Incarnation. For Anglo -catholics this is expressed in 
the revival of a belief in the objective real presence in 
the bread and wine of the Eucharist. Underlying 
this belief is the profound truth that God is revealed 
in matter and that the consequence of the Incarnation 
is that we can now see, if we choose to, the glory of 
God all around us. This is not quite the same as the 
Platonic belief that what we see is the shadow of 
another reality. Rather, we know that the reality is 
there but or perception of it is limited ɭwe see in a 
mirror dimly. What we will celebrate on May 22 nd is
